Understanding of the World


Explore and use switches to activate fans, wind machine


Fly kites


Water play with umbrellas, water spray, sieves colanders to make rain


Explore hot and cold-ice, heated beanbag, activate warm hairdryer


Explore different weathers outside


Explore different weathers- sun (torches), Wind (fan), rain (water spray)


Sensory trays- ‘magic’ snow, hot and cold mashed potato, rice pudding and baked beans etc. Warm and cold water


Finding things hidden in ice


Making crushed ice drinks
