Key Texts: Stories and poetry from different cultures.

Key foci:


Suggested activities: from Betty and the Yeti


To experience the story of “Betty and the Yeti” as a whole group using power point and objects related to the story


With the help of an adult, pupils interact with objects in the story. Eg  hat gloves coat scarf boots  associated with story.


And.    Pupils explore the animals associated with the story, polar bear, blue whale, artic hare,


Look at the IWB and respond to the images and sounds or music related to the scene.


Writing: 


Key foci: recording facts about animals in the Artic and listing what people wear there


Suggested activities:


To respond by vocalisation, gestures and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story. Using signs symbols photos or drawings to identify the event


To look at, vocalise or reach out for the object making a choice between 2 with an adult. Between 4 with an adult or between a group with an adult


To sequence pictures from the story, with support, with a little support or independently.


Make books about each animal and about inuit people 





Maths:


Key foci:  Number Size and Money


Suggested activities:


Pupils practise counting (1, 2, 3...), 


ordering (first, second, third...), or by moving toys into and out of containers. They experience counting when listening to number songs and rhymes.





Sort into small and big 


Pick out described shapes from a collection


Identify coins and sort into size, shape, and value using the number on the coin

Suggested activities:














Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci: Me and My friends.    Relationships     Sex education 


Making clear choices  ways of keeping emotionally and physically safe.


Suggested activities:


When changing for swimming photos of clothes we bring in and take off to make a sequence of on and off clothes to tell others about swimming, what we will let others see of our bodies, look at the pants NSPCC info 


Teach safe behaviours explain the difference between appropriate and inappropriate clothes. 


Friendships and relationships 


How are babies born? Animals, mammals, humans. Using simple sequence photos find out what is already known and add to existing knowledge.


Q and A from parents about what they have already explained to class to support what will be taught.





Physical development


Key foci:


-Movement to music from around the world 


- Show some anticipation of events


- Take turns with a partner or in a small group.


-Respond to simple commands, for example, ‘start’ and ‘stop’


-Manipulation of objects with hands 


Suggested activities:


- Drumming with hand or holding beater and waiting for name to be called 


-  Anticipating movement starting and stopping in time to music 


- Sorting, posting, knocking over objects

Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: Art: Art beyond the west, different cultures ad styles etc


DT: Textiles create a fabric; make a finished article.


Suggested activities:


Art, explore the way people decorate their faces, around the world, the ways they make art and make our own examples of work


DT, different fabrics that are used, linked to regions of the world and methods of printing or creating fabric, dyeing, weaving, applique,


Cooking using the recipes that we can find linked to the people that we explore.


Music 


Key focus:


To be able to play instruments as part of the hello routine


To be able to demonstrate a preference of song in different languages


To be able sing / use a switch as part of a call and response pattern 


Suggested activities: 


- Listening to and choosing between songs from different places in different languages 


- To use actions to demonstrate the understanding of songs in a different language


- Using instruments as part of a hello routine


- Listening to instruments from different places


-To experience different smells of food and spices associated with different places 


-To smell and feel different sensory materials (such as dough, spices, sand, water) 


- Sensory stories to music from different destinations

Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:  Living things - me and my body





Suggested activities:


Growing into adults can include reference to baby, toddler, child, teenager, adult.


Pupils might work scientifically by: 


observing, through video or first-hand observation and measurement, how different animals, including humans, grow; 


asking questions about what things animals need for survival and what humans need to stay healthy;


 and suggesting ways to find answers to their questions





R.E - Key foci: Hinduism, Harvest, Christmas








Suggested activities:  


Using food as an exploration, make foods relating to these special events in people’s lives, Harvest wheatsheaf bread and Christmas wreaths


Write poems about each special event focusing on the main points of each.

Thanksgiving and the native American Indians saving the first travellers to America


The birth of Jesus, and how people celebrate in different ways around the world. Some countries children open presents before  Christmas day, some after Christmas, each family have their own way of celebrating.





Humanities – Key Foci:  Inuit people and the Artic world.


Suggested activities:





look at the areas that inuit people come from, the top of the world


Explore the range of people and find out who has heard of these people. What makes their lives different from our lives.
