










Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci:


Builds relationships with special people. (PMLD)


Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults. (SLD)


I can identify and respect differences and similarities between people, and can explain different ways that family and friends should care for one another (for example telling a friend that I like them, showing concern for a family member who is unwell). (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Recognising pictures of adults and children in class. 


Children choosing who is next in a game


Recognising familiar people e.g adults special to them at home and at school – making a photo album. 


Social stories about being kind and interacting with others. 


Creating friendship and communication rules. 


Using conversation frames/symbols to promote conversations 


Scenarios with children choosing what they should do. 


Writing list of the ways we care for each other. 


Write recounts/discuss times when someone has cared for you. 


Discuss what to do when someone is feeling unwell. 





Primary Topic – Me, Myself and I





Functional Skills


Key Texts: ‘Here Are My Hands’ by Bill Martin Junior and John Archambault (see KP for other texts to consider and copies available)


Reading: Key foci:


Information texts, poetry, recounts. 


P3ii They greet know people and may initiate interactions and activities – for example, prompting another person to join in with an interactive activity.  (PMLD)


P5 They match objects to pictures and symbols – for example, when using objects, pictures and symbols in a sensory story. (SLD)


BG1 With prompting, recall simple details of activities they have been involved in e.g. from earlier in the day or familiar routines. (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Sensory stories (a number of different stories can be adapted – see KP)


Story sacks


Matching pictures / symbols to daily objects used or body parts e.g. nose, ear etc


Early phonics – listening skills – listening to familiar sounds from their day e.g. music, bus sounds etc


Matching initial letters of familiar objects/people that are important to them e.g. cup, mum etc


Matching photos/symbols


Sharing / Reading different texts connected to theme e.g. ‘The Same But Different Too’ by Karl Newson and Kate Hindly 


Listening to and responding to a range of rhymes and songs e.g. ‘Head, shoulders, knees and toes…’


Reading information books


Writing: Key foci:


P3ii They may respond to options and choices with actions or gestures – for example, by nodding or shaking their heads (PMLD)


P5 Pupils produce meaningful marks or symbols associated with their own name or familiar spoken words, actions, images or events. (SLD)


BG1 Composition Pupils are able to communicate what comes first in a series of events (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Mark making with different parts of their bodies or things they use regularly e.g. feet, hands, wheel chairs etc   


Making choices between objects from Sensory story


Create labels for different things that belong to them


Copy information about themselves


Write information text about themselves or their families - timelines, family trees, likes and dislikes, feelings.


Create their own stories about themselves or their friends  


Children will use a range of alternative pencils to access these activities including: Symbols, objects of reference, pictures, magnetic letters, colourful semantic resources, typing.

Communication


Key foci:


Will make efforts to act on the environment which become signals to the adult to interprets the meaning of:  Interest/Like; Discomfort/dislike Want, Rejection, Surprise, Recognition (Expressive language level 3)


Uses vocalisation/symbolic noises (sound that could relate to known person/object) purposefully e.g. during play with adults e.g peep boo, to self, To own reflection, to people, to toys and objects (Expressive language level 6)


Starting to use a few words (without copying) usually to request or name things (Expressive language level 8)


Can hold a simple conversation about something he/she understands or is interested in (Expressive language level 12)





Suggested activities:


Playing with favourite toys – demonstrating a clear preference. 


Using gesture to demonstrate wants and needs.


Songs to promote the use of voice to ask for more etc. 


Bucket time activities 


Shared play experiences with adults and children 


Access to symbols/word/pictures around the room for children to make requests. 


Using conversation frames/symbols to promote conversations 


Colourful semantics activities to support structure of sentences 


Action pictures used to begin conversations. 











Measurement (capacity)


PMLD – water play, explore objects (p3ii) messy play, cooking, filling and emptying containers with support 


SLD- filling up containers, cooking, messy play, matching big and small (P4) 


MLD – making estimates (BG1), filling up to a certain line, filling up a container, emptying certain amounts. 








Addition and Subtraction 


PMLD – counting songs, joining in, anticipation (P3ii) 


SLD- making sets of objects (P5), adding more, number songs, five speckled frogs 


MLD- counting out quantities, adding more, taking some away, how


many altogether. (Bg1) 





Number and Place Value


PMLD – listening to number rhymes, repeating an action, engaging with an activity (P3i, P3ii)


SLD copying some actions during number rhymes, songs and number games (P4)  identifying numbers, one to one correspondence 


MLD -Independently rote count to 20, count back from 10 (BG1) Apply counting skills 0-20 to play simple games and use in role play/life skills activities (BG1) 











Measurement (Time)


PMLD- role play of daily routines, exploring day and night. 


SLD- daily routines, role play- what do we do in the morning and night, 


Guided sequencing. 


MLD – sequencing events, timetables, now and next, daily routines (BG1) 














Measurement (capacity)


Water play – filling containers

Suggested activities:








Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:


They remember learned responses over more extended periods (PMLD)


They respond to simple scientific questions (SLD)


identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body and say which part of the body is associated with each sense (MLD)


gathering and recording data to help in answering questions (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Head shoulder knees and toes and other body part action rhymes 


Exploration of different senses – go on a sense trail 


Massage to give awareness of the different part of our bodies (including TacPac)


Children to label their own parts of the body e.g touch your nose. Where is your head?


Body puzzles. Have pictures of a child and cut up into pieces. Children to reassemble the picture. 


Match senses to the different parts of the body associated with them


Label a diagram of the body 


How does your body change when you exercise?


Looking at different fats/sugars etc in different foods. 


How loud does a noise have to be for us to hear it?





R.E - Key foci: Harvest Festival


P3i The learner will remember learned responses. PMLD


P6 The learner will listen and respond to familiar religious stories, poems and music. The learner will make a contribution to celebrations and festivals. SLD

Suggested activities:


Explore foods given during harvest festival. These could be in various forms. 


Grow some edible plants which can be given away.


Sensory story – emotions


Emotion cards – matching, role play, recognising own feelings, recognising others feelings


Donating food towards the harvest festival, 


Making harvest festival boxes


Singing, listening and responding to harvest songs


Find out about a Christian harvest festival – priest visit


Cooking harvest food – harvest bread


Match some foods to their seeds. i.e. apple to an apple seed. 


Dig up some potato plants / carrots





Humanities - Key foci: History:  Hi1/1.1 Changes within living memory. 


Where appropriate these, should be used to reveal aspects of change in national life.


Local history


P3i They will perform simple actions.  They will observe the result of my action. They demonstrate awareness of change as a result of their action.

Suggested activities:


Create a book about themselves

Class jobs – using a bin to collect litter, watering plants, 


Cause and effect play- 


Sorting activities – their baby items / toys/ clothes with objects now. Then and now

Suggested activities:


Press switches to operate favourite song or video. 


Indicate a specific piece of equipment to use. 


Able to open the correct app on the Ipad/computer to find favourite game. 


They can choose their own picture from a choice on the computer


Select letters of their name on a keyboard – practise writing names 


Create own all about me book online 


Learn how to save work in order to edit it at a later date.

Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: 


To develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space (Ourselves)


To use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas


To use a range of materials creatively to design and make products


Suggested activities: Artist - Giuseppe Arcimboldo 


 (Look at autumn colours and colour mixing,, paintings, collage)


, experiences and imagination (Painting autumn pictures, leaf rubbings, prints, self- portraits, using fruit and vegetables to make patterns and faces)


Autumn sensory ‘soup’, collecting objects and placing together to create autumn sensory tray. 


Cooking & Nutrition 


Harvest foods- hedgehog bread, vegetable soup (could use the vegetables and fruit that are being explored to make their pictures)


Pizza faces. 


Cooking favourite foods of the children and foods from different cultures.
