







Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci:


Widens or closes eyes in response of stimulus.  (stage 1)(PMLD)


Seeks out others to share experiences. (stage 4) (SLD)


Takes steps to resolve conflicts with other children, e.g. finding a compromise. (Stage 6) (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Responding to stimulus in the classroom. 


Reaching out for stimulus to show reactions. 


Reaching or indicating for specific person to help them in sessions. 


Enjoying shared sessions with others. 


Asks to be with specific child during playtime or choosing activities. 


Listening to stories and sharing the story with others.


Listening to problems and deciding how best to solve them. 


Role play of conflicts that might happen in school. 


Show competency in resolving own conflicts  





Primary Topic – Festivals of light 





Functional Skills


Key Texts: Rama and Sita, The Christmas Jolly postman  


Reading: Key foci: Lists, Letters , Plays





P3i (PMLD) They explore materials in increasingly complex ways [for example, reaching out and feeling for objects as tactile cues to events]


P5 (SLD)  They show curiosity about content at a simple level [for example, they may answer basic two key-word questions about a story].


BG1 (MLD) Listen to stories, poems and other texts with increasing attention and recall 





Suggested activities:


Sensory story. Link to exploration tasks either individual or with a partner /adult. Objects of reference and music to cue into different activities. Tac Pac (opportunities for some children to reach and select), Art to Body. Role Play. Story massage with cues. Simple comprehension activities – using objects, pictures or symbols. 





Writing: Key foci:


P3i (PMLD) They explore materials in increasingly complex ways [for example, reaching out and feeling for objects as tactile cues to events]


P5. (SLD) Pupils produce meaningful marks or symbols associated with their own name or familiar spoken words, actions, images or events [for example, contributing to records of their own achievements or to books about themselves, their families and interests]


BG1 Composition (MLD) Listen to stories, poems and other texts with increasing attention and recall  Symbol Users   recognise a growing number of familiar words





Suggested activities:


Art to body, Exploration using colour contrasts CV/CVI, story massage, body art / big art, make an achievement book about them or their families (time at home – if have to isolate). Cooking, touching, rolling, banging (kneeding), mixing. Story art / making story boxes / pictures /collages. Make a book about themselves or their achievements / family / interests. Listen to different narrations of key texts. Retell stories.  Dramatise stories. 





Children will use a range of alternative pencils to access these activities including: Symbols, objects of reference, pictures, magnetic letters, colourful semantic resources, typing.





Maths Key foci:
































Suggested activities 





Addition and Subtraction 


Tracking lights across the room. 


Moving sources of lights and observe consequences


Dropping sensory objects into containers as a group or one at a time


Add one more sensory object to a group (including throwing 


fireworks into containers!)


Add more stars to an object or piece of paper 


Use candles for problems of adding or taking away (blowing out)


Writing own word problems based on the topic. 





Geometry 


Explore sensory materials linked to festival of light. 


Move sensory materials into different shapes bowl, places in the


room etc. 


Use lego or cardboard rolls (cylinders) to create rockets. 


Recreate patterns in the sky e.g. different colours stars, moons. 


Rockets move in different ways. Did they move in a straight line 


or a curve?


Observe rockets made and sort shapes into curved and straight.














Communication


Key foci:


 (Expressive language level 3) Will make efforts to act on the environment which become signals to the adult who then assigns communicative intent and interprets the meaning of:


Interest/Like; Discomfort/dislike; Want, Rejection, Surprise, Recognition


 (Expressive language level 6) Uses vocalisation/symbolic noises  (sound that could relate to known person/object) purposefully e.g. During play with adults e.g peep boo / To self / To own reflection / To people / To toys and objects


 (Expressive language level 8) Has a vocabulary of 5 to 20 words which a familiar adult can understand.


 (Expressive language level 12) Can hold a simple conversation about something he/she understands or is interested in OR Will be able to independently communicate phrase using symbol based communication books, using sentence starters.





Suggested activities:


Playing with favourite toys – demonstrating a clear preference. 


Using gesture, facial expressions, vocalisations or changes in body language to demonstrate wants and needs.


Intensive interaction / Songs to promote the use of voice and leading interactions. 


Bucket time activities 


Shared play experiences with adults and children 


Lots of adult led modelling


Repetition of new vocabulary and making links to existing words and phrases.


Access to symbols/word/pictures around the room for children to make requests. 


Using conversation frames/symbols to promote conversations 


Colourful semantics activities to support structure of sentences 


Action pictures used to begin conversations. 











Addition and Subtraction 


PMLD – Observe the results of actions with interest (P3I)  


SLD- Respond to ‘add one’ to a number of objects in practical situations (SS2)


MLD - In practical context record simple addition and subtraction problems to 6 (BG2)








Statistics (MLD only)


Interpret and construct simple pictograms, tally charts, block diagrams and simple tables (MS2)








Geometry (Shape)


PMLD- Explore materials in increasingly complex ways (P3I)


SLD Use familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns and build models (SS2)


MLD – Begin to use the language of straight and curved (bg2)














Number and Place Value


PMLD – Anticipate shared activities with less support (P3i)


SLD - Join in rote counting up to five (e.g. saying or signing number names to 5 in counting activities) (SS2)


MLD - Rote count to 50 BG2) 











Statistics 


Create a survey of favourite festival, colour for fireworks, Christmas food etc.


Look at graphs and make own. 


Use firework on big bang to survey the different colour rockets that pass. 








Number and Place Value 


Firework counting songs – anticipating the next number or the “pop” 


 Rote counting through the songs. 


Counting fireworks on the screen. 


Counting candles shown to them 


Rote counting games. 


Countdowns before “blast off!”








Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: Batik firework pictures. 


 





Pupils can remember learned responses over increasing periods of time .(P3)


Aware of starting or stopping a process. (P4)


Finishes a piece of work following an established pattern of activity, for example, gathering appropriate materials, taking part in an activity and stopping work when finished. (P5)


Imitates the use of tools, materials and simple actions, for example, cutting (P6).


draw lines or shapes on a small or a large scale (e.g. on paper, or in the air, or sand). (standard 1)


Suggested activities: 








Christmas bulb pattern 


Paper plate Christmas ornament


Glass painted candle holder (recycle some little jars, craft wire)


Making Rangoli (colourful sand, glitter)


Creating your own lantern festival (plastic bottle or paper)


Painting fireworks with a fork (flowers pattern)


Hands painting - fireworks with paints 


Firework batik night- blow techniques with straws  


Paint splatter art with a tooth brush on a black card


Water gun painting


Scrap paper firework


 Water fireworks in a jar (vegetable oil, liquid colouring food, mix together with a fork)











Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:


Light/Electricity


 Perform actions by trail and improvement (P2II) (PMLD)


  Identify some appliances which use electricity; Know some sources of light (P6) (SLD)


Make observations of changes in light, movement ect (P8); performing simple tests (MS1) (MLD)


Suggested activities:


Explore different sources of light e.g. torches, shiny materials, mirrors, sunshine, lamp, wall light, phone/computer light. 


Explore object by working out how to turn them on and off using switches, pulling switches. 


Changing the lights in the sensory room. 


Label things that use electricity in the room. 


Label the sources of light in the room. 


Go on a light hunt around the school. 


Change the light, make it dimmer, use less batteries etc. 


Experiment ideas: how to make a shadow longer, how to make a light brighter, creating simple circuits, what lets light through? 





R.E - Key foci: Harvest Festival


They participate in shared activities with less support P3i. PMLD


Respond to a variety of new religious experiences P5 SLD 


Begin to understand that religious and other stories can carry moral and religious meaning P8 MLD 


Suggested activities:


Explore foods given during harvest festival. These could be in various forms. 


Experiences of the various festivals through class celebrations. 


Attending a “fireworks” celebration using sensory materials


Listen to Rama and Sita story using sensory objects to bring it to life. 


re-tell the religious stories and answer questions about it. 


Discuss the lessons learnt from the stories. 





ICT – Key Foci:


Sustain concentration for short periods of time (P3I) (PMLD)


Use computer programs to manipulate things on screen (P5) (SLD)

Suggested activities:


Tracking lights across the room.

Touch screen – big bang for fireworks, candles and stars. Also Christmas big bang 


Create own Rama and Site re-telling of story. Save work and reopen every week.
