Key foci: 


- Awareness of body in relation of surrounding environment.


- Use fingers/ hands to manipulate objects


-Develop grip of objects to initiate stretching 


-Shared co exploration of objects 


-Anticipation of when an events starts and stops 


Suggested activities:


-Follow and track a light source on an umbrella and reach to find source


-Grip hoops and quoits to develop stretching of arms upwards, downwards and sideways.


-Grip light up drum sticks with support to anticipate the starting and stopping of an activity 


-Develop the use of voice to restart an activity when paused linked to music


-Use of space blanket/material to project image.
