Key foci:


- Awareness of body in relation of surrounding environment.


- Use fingers/ hands to manipulate objects


- Use fingers / hands to move objects


-Develop grip of objects to initiate stretching


-Shared co exploration of objects


-Anticipation of when an events starts and stops


Suggested activities:


-Follow and track a light source on space blanket to replicate flying a kite


-Grip hoops to develop stretching of arms upwards, downwards and sideways for Hula Hoop activity


-Use paint brush along limbs in upwards, downwards and circular actions to increase body awareness to mimic a chimney sweep


- Use small seaside buckets to manipulate balls in, move in & out


-Develop the use of gesture or voice to restart an activity when paused linked to music​
