Reading:


Key Texts: Victorian poetry and prose  e.g. Oliver Twist, The Jungle Book, The Owl and the Pussy Cat, The Railway Children, The Happy Prince and Other Tales


Key foci:


Show curiosity about content at a simple level. (P5)


Select and recognise or read a small number of words or symbols linked to familiar vocabulary e.g. name, people, objects or actions (P6).

Art


Key foci: Victorian Artists, British Arts and Crafts. Art Nouveau, The Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood, The Great Exhibition-London 1851.


Suggested activities:


Designs for Stained glass, sculpture, wall paper, shoebox dioramas, large backdrops, costumes, Victorian tableau.








DT- Design, Cooking and Horticulture: 


Key foci: Victorian sweets and crafts, 


Suggested activities:


making sugar mice, candy canes, peppermint rock etc to share, give away,  sell.


Candle making, sewing, silhouette portraits


Making Victorian toys eg Paper hats, boats, paper dolls thaumatrope 





Music  - Musical activities & sensory music activities linked with stories created in the Victorian era including The Wizard of OZ, Oliver! & The Jungle Book


Key foci: 


To be able to engage with instruments as part of the routine


Listening to different types of dance music 


Observing different types of dance


Matching movement to movement


Responding to different texture and materials related to the theme


Suggested activities:


Creating own actions to music relating to the theme 


- Stopping playing music / dancing in sync with the music 


- Listening to / watching excerpts from musicals 


- Participating in action songs related to children’s labour


- Singing & signing songs from children’s classics of the day











Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:  Light, sound, electricity 


To be able to recognise that they need light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light


To notice that light is reflected from surfaces


To recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect their eyes


To recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an opaque object


find patterns in the way that the size of shadows change 


identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating


recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear


find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it


find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it


recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases


 identify common appliances that run on electricity


construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers


identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery


recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit


recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors





Suggested activities:
