





Functional Skills


Reading:


Key Texts: ‘Peter Pan’, ‘Oliver Twist’ and ‘Mary Poppins’


Key foci: Non – fiction and fiction reading


Suggested activities: To experience the story / text as a whole group using sensory stories objects / symbols relating to the story/text, role play of characters (Learners and Adults). With support from adults – Learners to engage with objects from text linked to story. Matching games with symbols, objects and sounds. 





Writing: 


Key foci: Re-telling the stories. Non-fiction and fiction writing. Responses to the books shared.


Suggested activities: To respond by vocalisation, gestures, eye pointing and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story; using signs, symbols, drawings, photos or objects – to identify the event.  Use of colourful semantics to structure simple sentences. Use of ‘Alternative Pencils’ to record ideas.  To look at, vocalise, or reach out for a story related object (or piece of writing) making a choice between 2 (or more) choices, offered by and supported by an adult. ( Number of Choices offered will be dependent on the Learner.) 


To sequence pictures from the story, with support, with a little support or independently.


Make own story box of the texts re-telling or continuing the story. 


Maths:


Key foci: Stepping Stone 1 – Rote Counting, Addition and Subtraction, Metric measure, Properties of shape, Position and Direction


Suggested activities:


Demonstrate an understanding of one to one correspondence


Understand what one means - Using Numberblocks to help.


Begin to represent numbers using fingers or marks


Recognise big things and little things 


Placing objects in and out of objects




















Communication


Key foci: exploring the important things in our lives and expressing our likes and dislikes with clarity


Suggested activities:





To share different parts of the stories, focusing on different characters and how they may act.  





To share each other’s news and achievements





In role play, use a variety means to communicate the different characters of the stories and become the story tellers.
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Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci: Celebrating My Skills, Relationships and Sex Education


Suggested activities:  


Use our key texts to think about the different relationships in the stories and how they relate to our lives.  


Compare the roles different people have in their families in present day and Victorian times


Kindness jar and kindness marbles.  WOW celebrations each week for assembly. 


Find out what we are good at what our skills are. Record ourselves using our skills to achieve goals. 


Examine how we communicate and express our feelings with others and how that can make our relationships with others stronger. 


Think about how we can be kind to those around us, use the books to explore ways.


With support think about our bodies and how we have developed, be able to say if we are a child, teenager, adult, etc.

















Physical development


Key foci:


- Development of fine motor skills through Individualised programme of activities 


Suggested activities:


- Actions songs to promote movement memory 


- Placing discs on stumps


-Stacking and unstacking cups 


-Taking objects out of containers 


-Knocking down towers of objects


-Using a ramp to direct a ball at a target 


-Pushing a ball along a table to an adult 


-Stacking and unstack bricks 


-Throwing beanbags at a target 








Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:


To use multi-sensory investigation to identify sources of light, sound and electricity


Suggested activities:


To explore light, sound and electricity through the sense of sight, touch and smell (where appropriate)


To explore light through different materials


To use light to create shadow puppets and shadow portraits


To compare sources of light, man made vs natural


To explore the importance of sunlight to help things grow


To make instruments and explore the different ways we can make sounds and how different characters in our stories may sound (sound effects for stories)


Investigate how things work – powered by batteries, electricity, heat etc 





R.E 


Key foci:


Easter, the Spring (Vernal) Equinox (link to science)


Suggested activities:  


Thankfulness, gratitude, being thankful to others around us, expressing our feelings. Thinking about how we show thankfulness each year at Easter. 


Easter - the story of the death of Jesus. What does this represent in our lives?


Traditions at Easter time


Equinox traditions


What other festivals are celebrated during this time of year (e.g. Jewish Passover)? 





Humanities 


Key Foci: Victorian reformers.


Suggested activities:


Learn about Kings, Queens, the coronation (listen to Zadoc the Priest), Queen Victoria (make crowns)


Look into the comparisons of how people lived in the Victorian times (the rich and the poor) and how they used their leisure time


Learn about the workhouses that existed and the suffragettes


Compare schools during the Victorian times to now


The roles of children -Chimney sweeps


People in families - Nannies


Computing


Story telling – creating stories – using switches with individual parts


Compare games that we can play now to games children played in the Victorian times








Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: Grow herbs to create a fairy garden, look at, and create our own versions, of art created by William Morris, JMW Turner, John Constable


Suggested activities:


Create a fairy garden


Make custard and cake (Peter Pan)


Make gruel


Make jewellery


Flower pressing


Leisure at the seaside (puppets, make ice cream, shells etc)


Outside painting nature


Different Victorian recipes, eg victorian sponge cake


Planting bulbs and seeds and planning for edible garden





Music 


Music  - Children lives  work, leisure


Action songs related to children’s labour


Musical activities & sensory music activities linked with stories created in the Victorian era including The Wizard of OZ, Oliver! & The Jungle Book.

- Using and experiencing instruments as part of a routine
