Singing rhymes ‘Head, shoulders knees and toes’


Playing with the dolls/puppets

Functional Skills

Suggested activities:


Sensory story/poem. Link to exploration tasks either individual or with a partner /adult. Cause and effect . Objects of reference and music to cue into different activities. Tac Pac (opportunities for some children to reach and select), Call and response. Role Play /Drama. Story massage with cues. Simple comprehension activities – using objects, pictures or symbols. Reading lists. Adapting poems. Read a diary the class / pupil made. 





Writing: Key foci:


P3i (PMLD) They observe the results of their own actions with interest (for example listening to their own vocalisations).


P5. (SLD) Pupils show they understand that marks and symbols convey meaning (for example placing photos or symbols in a list or sequence).


BG1 Composition (MLD) 1.    Correctly order a sequence of three events: first, next, last.

Suggested activities:


Art to body, Exploration using colour contrasts CV/CVI, story massage, body art / big art, make a dairy entry about their day / class day (time at home – if have to isolate). Make a list for make medicine /  Cooking, touching, rolling, banging (kneeding), mixing. Retell events  /poems.  Dramatise stories. Make purposeful  lists. Write a diary entry / adapt using a frame. 





Children will use a range of alternative pencils to access these activities including: Symbols, objects of reference, pictures, magnetic letters, colourful semantic resources, typing.

Suggested activities 





Number and place value


Explore a range of medical materials e.g. syringe, spoons, 


boulus. 


Numbers places in a nurse’s sensory tray.


Count downs before giving toys medicine 


Count medical materials e.g. spoons, syringes, bolus. 


Count while giving toys medicine 


Count how many teaspoons put into cooking. 


1:1 correspondence. one person per bed. 


Look at higher numbers in doses of medicines. 


Compare numbers e.g. which one is bigger. 


Geometry 





Explore sensory materials linked to festival of light. 


Move sensory materials into different shapes bowl, places in the


room etc. 


Use lego or cardboard rolls (cylinders) to create rockets. 


Recreate patterns in the sky e.g. different colours stars, moons. 


Rockets move in different ways. Did they move in a straight line 


or a curve?


Observe rockets made and sort shapes into curved and straight.














Communication


Key foci:


 (Understanding level 3) Will fill a turn in an interaction if given time.


 (Understanding level 8) Demonstrates understanding of a wider range of language in routine situations e.g. when dressing he/she will look at or reach for an item of clothing if you say ‘Where’s your shoe?’


 (Understanding level 12) Shows an understanding of things that have happened (past) and things that will happen (future).





Suggested activities:


Playing with favourite toys – reaching for a toy when asked where it is? / Filling a pause in an interaction


Using gesture, facial expressions, vocalisations or changes in body language to demonstrate wants and needs.


Intensive interaction / Songs to promote the use of voice and leading interactions. 


Topic activities – relating a diary entry / historical event to something that is going to happen in a point in the day i.e. “The nurse is going to ….medical intervention”


Shared play / drama experiences with adults and children 


Lots of adult led modelling


Lots of time with interactions, to fill pauses and make connections between events / language in routine situations.


Repetition of new vocabulary and making links to existing words and phrases.


Access to symbols/word/pictures around the room to reinforce language. 


Using conversation frames/symbols to promote conversations 


Colourful semantics activities to support structure of sentences 


Action pictures, books, lists  and poems to begin conversations.

Number and place value 


PMLD – Participate in shared activities with less support (P3I)


SLD- Count reliably to 5, (SS2)


MLD - ty signifies ‘tens’ and that ‘twenty’ is worth two tens and ‘thirty’ is worth three tens (BG3)








Multiplication and Division: 


PMLD – Remember learned responses over more extended periods (P3i)


SLD – To add one more to a group on request (SS2)


MLD - Group and share up to 10 objects in practical situations (BG3)














Measures (capacity)

Pupils actively explore objects for more extended periods. (P3)


Shows an active interest in a range of tools and materials, taking part in familiar activities with some support. (P4)


 Shows they can create and apply familiar techniques to a task, for example, manipulating and shaping malleable materials to produce a desired effect or applying glue to a surface to make materials stick together in making a model. (P5)


Starts to use tools, materials and simple actions to produce a piece of work.  (P6).

Suggested activities: 








Making plasters of different textures


Making rainbow (tactile pictures)


Making human figure with pipe cleaners and paper Mache/aluminium foil


Magic breathing – (Photo of children and painting own magic/colourful breathing 


Making feeling/tactile monsters using pipe cleaner, pompons, 


Collage with a range textures metal/plastic/wood 


Collage with photos of nurses and medical equipment/paint nurse kit 


Making collage with plaster/ bandages


Making recycled heart (bottle after milk and soft/thick pipes)


Making paper nurses cap/apron (using eg, paper plate)

Science - Key foci:


PLANTS


PLMD p3i ) Pupils begin to communicate intentionally , They explore materials in increasingly complex ways


  SLD P6 Pupils recognise distinctive features of objects eg features of a plant


MLD Bridging 1 – Questioning - Begin to use question’s beginning with Why and What? un prompted.





Suggested activities:


Pupils to explore plants


Explore different things  a plant can be grown in eg soil, compost, cotton wool


Explore seeds pulses, fruit and veg that are seeds eg tomatoes, cucumbers, blueberries, grapes. Taste, Use to make pictures, push seeds into clay or playdough


Explore roots- carrots, parsnips, ginger, celeriac make dishes to try these eg soup


Explore stems of plats – celery, leeks  make dishes to try these eg celery butterflies or cars


Explore leaves – spinach, lettuce, parsley, basil.  Make dishes to taste these eg nut free pesto


Grow seeds – germination jar, egg shell heads, make seed bombs, make seed paper


Grow plants – use cut off top of veg for example carrot/lettuce and re grow, grow potatoes using a potato 


Pupils to name parts of a plant – flower, seed, root, stem, leaves


Experiment ideas:  what will seeds need to germinate?  What will plants need to grow?

Respond to a variety of new religious experiences (p5) SLD


Communicate simple facts about religion and important people in religions (P8) MLD


Suggested activities:


Explore items of pilgrimage e.g. traditional dress, books, special smells or foods. 


Request more of favourite experiences 


Go on own pilgrimage around school for own reasons. 


share and discuss people important to us. 


explain why people go on pilgrimages 


listen to recounts of those who have been on pilgrimages 


compare to own religions





ICT - use logical reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs (in other words, reading or looking at instructions and discussing what will happen) �ICT – Key Foci:�Pupils may anticipate known events (P3ii) (PMLD)


Recognise the success or failure of an action (P5) (SLD)


Change instructions to achieve a different outcome (P8) (MLD)� Suggested activities:� Anticipate and signal arrival of nurses to class�Look at nurses uniforms, equipment etc�Use eye gaze to move objects across screen or ‘splat’ them�Touch screen – big bang�Repetition and routine e.g. in circle children listen to differing instructions e.g. clap hands/nod/wriggle, singing 'if you're happy and you know it'�Demonstrate that certain actions produce predictable results, e.g. cameras, switches. Use visual support to highlight e.g. ‘on’ / ‘off’�Cause and effect toys, sensory equipment etc. Again, demonstrate that certain actions produce predictable results.�Paint program, changing colours, shapes etc. to achieve a desired outcome

Knowledge and Understanding of the World





History - Key foci: Lives of significant individuals


recognise familiar people, events and objects (P2II)


With prompting or support, they answer simple questions about historical artefacts (P5) SLD


They can answer simple questions about historical stories (P8) MLD


Suggested activities:


Look at old pictures of family to recognise. 


Recognise pictures of current nursing staff. 


Relate nursing equipment to interventions carried out. 


Show historic nursing item and compare with current. sort into groups 


Ask questions about old nursing equipment. 





Geography- Key foci: name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans 


participate in shared exploration and supported participation(p2ii) PMLD


Handle artefacts and materials given to them (p5) SLD


Use simple geographical language to communicate ideas about locations (P8) MLD


Suggested activities:


Explore artefacts from different places around the world related to nurses. e.g. Russia, Jamaica, Italy, Scotland. 


Have different tastes and textures from different countries. 


Touch and explore the different land types of each geological feature e.g. water play for ocean, soil or land, bumpy surface for hills, fans for hot countries. 


Label features of a map e.g. land and ocean, hills, mountain, lake, forest etc. 


Name continents of the wold by labelling.
