





Functional Skills


Reading:


Key Texts: The camping trip by Jennifer K Mann, North Woods Girl by Aimee Bissonette and The Great Outdoors by Rachael Edwards (sensory story) 


Key foci: Adventure Fiction


Suggested activities: To experience the story / text as a whole group using sensory stories objects / symbols relating to the story/text. With support from adults – Learners to engage with objects from text linked to story. Matching games with symbols, objects and sounds. To create individual adventures.





Writing: 


Key foci: Adventure writing and labels and instructions


Suggested activities: To respond by vocalisation, gestures, eye pointing and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story; using signs, symbols, drawings, photos or objects – to identify the event.  Use of colourful semantics to structure simple sentences. Use of ‘Alternative Pencils’ to record ideas.  To look at, vocalise, or reach out for a story related object (or piece of writing) making a choice between 2 (or more) choices, offered by and supported by an adult. ( Number of Choices offered will be dependent on the Learner.) 


To write a list of things needed for a camping trip, to write instructions of how to light a fire/roast marshmallows/pitch a tent. To write their own adventure story of something that might happen when they go camping.


Maths:


Key foci: Stepping Stone 1 – Rote Counting, Addition and Subtraction, Metric measure, Properties of shape, Position and Direction


Suggested activities:


Demonstrate an understanding of one to one correspondence


Understand what one means - Using Numberblocks to help.


Begin to represent numbers using fingers or marks


Recognise big things and little things 


Placing objects in and out of objects




















Communication


Key foci: : The World outside ours


Suggested activities:





Explore different locations in the world through a sensory story





Ask if any families and staff want to share something that is important from where their ancestors come from





Participation in the end of year show
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Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci: Caring for the environment – recycling, animal hotels, bird feeders,


Suggested activities:  


Recycle materials such as plastic bottles to create minibeast hotels, bird feeders and planters


Reuse old fabrics to create a den


Consider the human impact on the ocean

















Physical development


Key foci:


Development of fine motor skills / orienteering


Suggested activities:


- Individualised programme of activities 


- Placing discs on stumps  


-Stacking and unstacking cups 


-Taking objects out of containers 


-Knocking down towers of objects


-Using a ramp to direct a ball at a target 


-Pushing a ball along a table to an adult 


-Stacking and unstack bricks 


-Throwing beanbags at a target 


Orienteering 


Use basic directional language to find picture clues outside linked to countryside animals and picnic activities

Science - Key foci: 


living things and their habitats


Suggested activities:


Through a sensory story explore different locations in the world


Discover different habitats and the flora and fauna within


Make their own maps


Watch the transformation of caterpillar into butterfly


Plan and create what is needed for a minibeast hotel

Key foci: Creation Stories


Suggested activities:  


Thankfulness, gratitude, being thankful to others around us, expressing our feelings. 


Discover the story of Ramadan


Traditions during Ramadan


The story of Adam and Eve and how the world was created





Humanities 


Key Foci: Weather and Maps


Suggested activities:


Create and keep their own weather chart


Create a sensory map of the playground (stones for path, grass, twigs for trees etc)


Go for a sensory walk around the playground


Learn about weather forecasts and plan when is a good time to have a picnic in the field


Link what would happen to our camping tents in different weather


What protection do we need for different types of weather.





Computing


Using the internet to look at weather forecasts


Watch clips of different types of weather extremes


Use switches in story telling, eg sound effects or repeating a key phrase








Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: Land Art, natural materials, horticulture, outdoor dens, clay pots 


Suggested activities:


Use resources from the playground to create art – on a big and small scale (leaf prints/bark rubbing etc)


Make minibeast hotels


Design dens


Grow vegetables (Salad leaves) and flowers


Maintain our Dalzell plot


Sensory exploration of clay, explore and compare wet clay to dry clay


Link to the camping trip story to make pancakes and smores





Music 





      Key focus:


To be able to recognise key Makaton signs to songs about ‘The Great Outdoors’ 


Responding to different stimuli relating to the theme as part of sensory music play


Performing a part / multiple parts in a class musical activity





Suggested activities: 


- To demonstrate and respond to changes in rhythm and dynamics 


-  To participate in a Tac Pac type activity relating to ‘The Great Outdoors’ 


- To use and experience instruments as part of a routine


- To fill in a turn in a piece of music related to the theme using a Big Mac or an instrument
