Reading:


Key Texts: Octopus’ Garden. Somebody swallowed Stanley. Don’t worry little Crab. Adventure fiction





Key foci: Adventure stories, expressive language, and new words, symbols and signs





Suggested activities: Read the story in sections and retell. Act out story and use symbols and signs to support retelling. Read a play based on our Key Texts, read our lines, read about children who have adventures Refugee children. etc








Writing: 


Key foci:  Labels and Instructions. Own class adventure story. My dream for my own movie.





Suggested activities: Labels for the plant pots, vegetables, herbs, and potatoes that we are growing. Step by step instructions for growing in the edible garden and flowers too. Plan of flower bed labelled. 


Ideas for own story My Dream/Adventure. Using symbols, computer, voice activated devices/typing.


Descriptions of the things we have seen growing and the work we have done outdoors. 








Maths:


Key foci:  Number, 2D and 3D shapes, Position (see positional sheet)


Suggested activities:


Number – learn phone number for emergency, home. Use numbers when planting seeds or bulbs, measuring, sorting, and making in other lessons.  Sorting lots and few, more and less


2D drawing – making pictures, printing using shapes found. 


3D using 3d shapes found or make solid shapes, use them to make bugs or plants.


Position – use positional language to give instructions to others moving around the school or outdoor spaces, make step by step directions to get from one place to another 





Cross curricular links – Hums/Geog maps and directions. Eng/reading new words positional language





ICT


Key Foci: Make a movie, use information technology to inform and record

Suggested activities: Technology to record things growing. How to plant /grow/ stop frame animation. Use of photographic evidence, switches ALEXA, i-Pads to assist learning about The Great Outdoors.

Key foci: Caring for the Environment


Suggested activities: Recycle Reuse Renew

Key foci:


Suggested activities:


-Warm up action songs to promote understanding of stop & Go and responding to commands

- Who let the Dogs Out song – for anticipation of events – when a movement starts and stops linked to the music 


- Hula Hoop song – To promote grip strength and stretching up, down and side to side


- I do like to be by the seaside – manipulating different types of balls in a bucket , putting in and taking out

Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci:   Art- Land and Environmental Art  


                  D.T.- growing and preparing food. 


Suggested activities:


Art- Natural materials collecting materials from Outdoors and exploring ways to create art to enhance our outdoors space -Moss Writing, Bamboo shelters structures and sculptures. Andy Goldsworthy, Richard Long, Zen Gardens.


Seascapes and backdrop and set design for Summer Show.


D.T.- making food using own herbs, vegetables, potatoes. Re-growing celery spring onions chives etc.

English Reading instructions and writing our recipes and recording what we have planted, grown and cooked/made.





Music 


Key focus:


To be able to recognise key Makaton signs to songs about ‘The Great Outdoors’ 


Responding to different stimuli relating to the theme as part of sensory music play


Performing a part / multiple parts in a class musical activity


Suggested activities: 


- To demonstrate and respond to changes in rhythm and dynamics 


- To respond to different tactile stimuli relating to ‘The Great Outdoors’ Including flowers, scarves, butterflies etc. 


-  To participate in a Tac Pac type activity relating to ‘The Great Outdoors’ 


- To use and experience instruments as part of a routine


- To fill in a turn in a piece of music related to the theme using a Big Mac or an instrument














Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:  Living things and their habitats, Octopus, Sea creatures,








Suggested activities: Butterfly and ladybird life cycles, watch our butterflies grow. Bird box and Bug Hotels, record life cycles, make films based on photographic evidence, photo books with own words. Crows in playground take photos of them what do they choose to eat? Make bird feeders, explore garden ponds. 


Read Mr Seahorse and find out about who loos after their young. 

















R.E - Key foci: Creation Stories – Bible- Adam and Eve, Yoruba-west African, Islamic story, Legends of the Sun and Moon








Suggested activities:  Read, watch, listen to or research the stories and act out their favourite creation story, make up their own explanation for how the world is here. Book review on creation stories, Favourite character, part, what they liked and didn’t like about the story. Design clothes for Adam and Eve, Divide week into creation days. Light sources in stories (fairy lights) Sun in story. 











Humanities - Key foci: Geography. Weather, Maps, Seasons.





Suggested activities:


Weather- Record the weather and changes in temperature, look at maps of local area, make a temperature graph, pictorial record of each day of Summer Term. Record weather in a group of locations, ALEXA what’s the weather in? Croydon-home, Holland-Samar’s family home, Islington-V’s home, China-V’s sister’s home.


Make a rain gauge, use natural methods to predict the weather, seaweed, pinecones, etc Old wives tales, sayings, Red sky at night shepherds delight, red sky in the morning shepherds warning. Barometer


Maps Journeys made, from home to school, make word bank of words used to describe our journeys, record using google maps. Plan a journey for a trip out. World maps, use world map twister game to throw ball, name continents, locate oceans, name countries, ask ALEXA for information about where the ball lands. What’s the weather there? How far away is it from us here in school?


For each country, learn hello in their language?


Cross curricular- Maths positional language, division. MFL- hello, song? etc in each language. English- creative writing. Music-songs from other countries.


Seasons- the year is divided into four seasons and each has different weather, flowers, celebrations etc linked to them. Identify when your birthday falls, what season. Which is your favourite? make a game linking activities and celebrations to seasons.
