










Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci: self-confidence and self awareness


To use voice, gesture, eye contact and facial expression to make contact with people and keep their attention. (PSE1)


Separates from a familiar person with support (PSE4 –Self-confidence and awareness)


Confident to speak to others about their own needs, wants, interests and opinions (PSE6)


Begin to share my own views and interests (PSE8 


Suggested activities:


Bucket time. 


Attention games. 


Familiar songs and rhymes to encourage strong reactions. 


Use of social stories to support separation. 


Children to choose adult to work with through pictures or eye pointing. 


Use of distractions in class to support separation. 


Opportunities to say what they need e.g. lunch and snack time. 


Small communication groups to support conversations. 


Show and tell opportunities. 


Opinion scenarios, do we agree/disagree? What are our views?


Watch and listen to children’s news to form own views. 


Classroom debates on subjects e.g should we wear uniform?

Reading: Key foci: 


SLD SS2 Reading accuracy and decoding Match objects to pictures and symbols e.g. choosing between two symbols to select a drink using preferred method of communication 


MLD BG3 Reading accuracy and decoding Recognise phonemes in vc, cvc and ccvc words, including medial vowels


Suggested activities:


Intensive Interaction, Language Activities E.g. Call and Response, Sensory Stories, Link to exploration tasks either individual or with a partner /adult. Cause and effect Matching objects to pictures / symbols. Retelling stories including through drama.  Modelling of key vocabulary including sentence starters. Rehearsal of target phonemes and graphemes and blending in VC CVC and CCVC words. Regular revision of known phonemes and their corresponding graphemes. Recount familiar routines and activities. 





Writing: Key foci: 


SLD SS2 Grammar and Vocabulary Use some prepositional language in activities and conversations [e.g. on and in].


MLD BG3 Grammar and Vocabulary in speech, use conjunctions for cause [e.g. because when linking ideas]


Suggested activities:


Play preposition games such as Simon Says, hot and cold hidden instruction games using prepostions. Model correct prepositions and repeat and rephrase. Use target conjunctions in drama “ Teacher went to the table because…” Write / retell stories / recounts using target language supported or independently.  





Children will use a range of alternative pencils to access these activities including: Symbols, objects of reference, pictures, magnetic letters, colourful semantic resources, typing.





Maths Key foci:


























Suggested activities 


Number and place value


Sing number songs throughout the day. 


Encourage children to show the missing number in a number song. 


Have sensory experiences of different amounts of objects e.g. lots of spikey balls 


and one spikey ball. 


Play games which use dice and numbers alongside each other. 


Number hunts around school to match the pictorial representation and the numeral. 


Count larger amounts e.g. coins, to group into piles of 10. 


Use base 10 to exchange and group. 





Measurement Time and Money):


Wait turn to touch money/other objects. to wait their turnin 1:1 situations. 


Sing songs to encourage my turn, your turn. 


Bucket time activities. 


Role play of shops/Practise exchanging coins for goods or toys. 


Sequencing pictures 


Order pictures of their school day. /Visual timetables 


Coin bingo game/ Match the coins games. 


Practise looking at an analogue clock.


Create own clocks using hands and writing numbers on. 


Go on a clock hunt around school, how many can we find?


Practise telling the time to the hour. 

















Communication


Key foci:


PMLD Level 4 Listening and attention CAL (Pre formal) Shares exchange with adult, adapting behaviours as the adult does e.g. adult vocal, child vocal. 


SLD Level 8 Social CAL (Semi Formal) Will begin to act out every day routines e.g. passing a cup, pretending to feed a toy


MLD Level 12 Expressive Language CAL (Formal) Begins to join sentences together using words like ‘and’ and ‘because’.


MLD Level 12 AAC Expressive Language CAL (Formal) Will be able to independently communicate phrase using symbol based communication books, using sentence starters.


Suggested activities:


Intensive Interaction, Musical Interaction, Communication Aids e.g. BigMack, Language Activities E.g. Call and Response, Sensory Stories


Link to exploration tasks either individual or with a partner /adult. Cause and effect. Retelling stories through drama.  


Drama and modelled play. Extend play through careful questioning and exaggerated role play.


Play conjunction games such as “I went to the shop and I bought pizza and apples”. Use conjunctions in everyday situations such as art, cookery and music ( We are going to clap AND sing)


Continue to develop symbol based communication books and encorperate them into recounts using sentence starters such as First, Next, Finally. 








Measures (Time and Money)


. Turn takes in a one-to-one situation with an adult (P2ii)


Count up to 3 objects/coins in exchange for another (SS2)


Begin to use language linked to particular times e.g. breakfast, bed time (SS2)


Recognise all coins up to £2 (BG3)


Be familiar with a clock face and the hands on an analogue clock (BG3)


























Number and place value 


Remember learned responses over short periods of time. (P2ii)


Able to recognise some familiar representations of numbers e.g.. dice patterns (SS2)


Group in 10s and 1’s when counting larger sets of objects (BG3)








Position and direction:


Briefly follows a moving stimuli (RFL, 7)


Use some positional language in activities and conversations (SS2)


Begin to use instructional language relating to turning (BG3)














Addition and subtraction:


Remember learned responses over short periods of time. (p2ii)


Respond to add one to a number of objects in practical situations (SS2)


Use objects to show number bonds to 10 and relate to subtraction facts (BG3)











Addition and Subtraction:


Use switches for an immediate response. 


Pressing/hitting a toy once to make it work. 


Indicate more of a preferred activity. 


Ask children to help with setting the table e.g. we need one more fork. 


Children to use money to pay for things where they need one more coin. 


Place hats, sunglasses, sun lotion, towels, into a suitcase asking for one more. 


Use numicon to show number bonds and create families of 4. 


Use objects for summer holidays to show number bonds. 


Adults to ask child to add more to make 10 (find the missing number). 














Position and direction 


Light tracking activities. 


Look for objects shown then hidden. 


Looks at things moving across the room e.g. car on the floor. 


Children to follow a series of directions.


Use Beebots to direct. 


Talk about journeys looking at the directions used. 


Use language to packs bags e.g. put the hat in the suitcase. Put the suitcase on the conveyor belt. 


Use physical sessions to practise turns physically. 


Use language in role play e.g. turn the plane left.

Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci:  Art: Monet





Develop learner’s ability to show behaviour that can be interpreted as rejection to some stimuli(2ii)


Develop learner’s Intentional exploration of the environment. (3ii)


Develop early problem solving – e.g. ability to try a new strategy when old one fails.

Learners are taught to handle or use tools and materials purposefully(MS1)

Suggested activities:


Impressionism collage with sand, ready pieces from colourful magazines eg, flowers, gardens, river, meadow


Gardens –collage with real grass and soil on a paper


 Making 3D garden in a box 


Colourful Painting with masking tape – creating 2D picture of bridge 


Painting with pompoms on a paper plate – creating cool colours Waterlilies


Using tissue paper – creating cherry, plum blossoms, meadows

Suggested activities: 


Making sculpture clay – Big Ben, La Sagrada Familia


Creating sculpture with pipes – Eiffel Tower

Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci: Every day materials. States of matter. 


Cooperating with shared exploration and supported participation. (P2II)


Make generalisations, connections and predictions from regular experiences (P6)


Performing simple tests (MS1/2)





Suggested activities:


Provide opportunities to experiences stimuli. 


Encourage different responses to different stimuli e.g. warm and cold. 


Opportunities to observe different materials and textures. 


Allow for children to choose between two different stimuli. 


Use ice cubes to allow children to feel and experience melting. 


Use sequencing cards of familiar things e.g. ice cream melting. 


Cooking sessions – observe changes when cooking/heating. 


Experience changing materials e.g. making them wet, tearing them. 


Set up and carry out tests such as:


Which material is the strongest?


Which material changes when heated?


Which material is waterproof?


How long does it take for Ice to melt?


How can we speed up melting ice/ice cream?


What happens when you burn a marshmallow?





R.E - Key foci: Judaism





They cooperate with shared exploration and supported participation [for example, performing gestures during ritual exchanges with another person performing gestures]. P2ii PMLD


They respond to a variety of new religious experiences [for example, involving music, drama, colour, lights, food, or tactile objects] P5 SLD

Suggested activities:


Explore items of importance from Judaism religion – yad, menorah, torah, 


The story of Moses – sensory version 


Explore features of the Holy City of Islam through sensory experience 


Star of David 


Look at different synagogue buildings and its features. Create your own version through junk modelling 


Match variety of images to the religion to create poster i.e. star of David, synagogues etc. Compare these to own religions, sorting game. 


Look at the different types of traditional clothing that Jewish people may wear and discuss significance i.e. Wearing a hat to cover hair when praying. 


Listen to music played at Jewish traditional festivals. Taste some traditional Jewish food 





ICT - �ICT – Key Foci:�Pupil request events and activities, Pupils observe the results of their own actions with interest. (p3ii)


Pupils make selections in order to explore and access content. (p5)


Pupils find/capture and present information in digital formats. They begin to choose and use digital resources for a given activity. (P7)


� Suggested activities:� 


Can show they wish to participate in using a screen activity eg when using big bang


Can show a response when pressing a switch/big mac during a sensory story


Big bang (On the beach)


Identify and access online content eg. Makes a simple choice of video, song, game, image from at least 2 items


Use technology to explore and access content e.g Presses a direction button on a Bee-bot, then Go to make it move, Plays a digital video then makes it full screen (or play/pause)


Know they can use technology to control things around them eg take a picture using an iPad or digital camera


can find information on familiar websites e.g. access information about a holiday destination


Understand that they can create digital content e.g take a photo using an ipad or camera of a cooking activity


Present information by combining media, with support e.g use photos to create a digital display of a science activity 


Follow a short sequence of instructions to operate a digital device e.g learn how to use a camera following instructions

















Knowledge and Understanding of the World





Geography- Key foci: identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles 


name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas 





They communicate consistent preferences and affective responses [for example, giving distinctive responses in different rooms around the school] P2ii PMLD 


They show their awareness (through gestures, signs, symbols or words) of significant differences between specific physical/natural and human/made features of places [for example, ‘cars here’ on a noisy street, ‘cars gone’ in the park] P5 SLD


They use resources given to them and their own observations to respond to simple questions about places and people P8 MLD 





Suggested activities:


 Gain familiarity of seasons through song of reference, sensory weather calender, keep a weather calendar adding symbols for each day.


Seasonal art work and linked sensory experiences. 


Spend time outside drawing attention to weather on different days. 


Go on a sensory journey/holiday each week to a different UK countries & cities e.g. England, Scotland, Wales, Ireland and explore its features and traditions. Foods, famous buildings, music, flags etc. Take photos to put on a ‘city mood’ board for children to help recount their experiences. 


 ‘Visit’ different holiday destinations around the world and think about what they will pack according the weather and location, referring to globe/map for location. 


Show locations ‘visited’ on a world map on the wall putting up photos of experiences. 


Discuss where people are from or if they have lived in different countries before and what it was like. 


Answer questions about the experiences they have had.
