	What is Pupil Premium and Early Years Pupil Premium?


	Pupil Premium was introduced by the Government to provide additional funding to address the gap in educational attainment and long term economic well-being between socially disadvantaged children and young people compared to their peers. Primary pupils who are currently eligible for free school meals or have been eligible in the past 6 years will attract £1,345 and secondary pupils will attract £955.
The Early Years Pupil Premium (EYPP) is additional funding given to early years’ providers gives providers additional funding to support disadvantaged 3- and 4-year-old pupils. Three and four year olds are eligible for the EYPP if they are accessing the early education entitlement and if they meet the eligibility criteria. They become eligible at different points in the year depending on when they turn three/four. Early years’ providers are funded at the national rate of 53 pence per hour per eligible pupil up to a maximum of 570 hours (£302.10 per year).


	Principles for supporting socially disadvantaged pupils:

	 41% of pupils at St Giles qualify for Pupil Premium. The pupils are in every class and across the ability range. St Giles is a specialist school and all our pupils have learning difficulties, with additional physical disabilities, medical needs or complex speech and language difficulties.
At St Giles we want every pupil to make as much progress as they possibly can – academically, socially and emotionally. Due to the wide range of learning difficulties and disabilities a high level of differentiation and personalised learning is required. This demands a very high level of staffing, well qualified and up to date staff, and specialist resources. 

All of our funding, including the Pupil Premium, is used highly effectively to ensure that no child or young person is disadvantaged. Analysis of our data shows that this is the case. 

A well planned INSET and staff meeting programme is in place to increase teacher and support staff skills linked to a focussed School Development Plan. This ensures staff develop the specialist skills to meet the individual needs of all our pupils.
Additionally, the school has received Catch-up premium to support all children and young people from reception year upwards to catch up on missed learning caused by coronavirus (COVID19). The school is reporting separately on how this grant has been spent and the impact that this has had.

Access support - an experienced member of staff works with pupils, staff and therapists across the school to ensure pupils have specialist equipment in place to support their access to the curriculum.

This member of staff also offers targeted support to pupils with Augmentative and Alternative Communication.

	Summary of spending and actions taken: 

	Targeted support for pupils 
Pupils’ physical disabilities can be a barrier to learning. Our Access coordinator works with pupils and staff to find solutions to access problems. This could be a high tech joystick, keyboard or switch or a low tech symbol stand. 

The Access coordinator also supports pupils who require systems and devices to aid communication (alternative and augmentative communication). Five pupils who the school receives pupil premium for have received targeted support on this, with three of these pupils developing their skills considerably using new high tech devices and one of these pupils receiving a new communication book.
Non-academic support to promote learning readiness 
Our Family Support Advisor supports families to access services and out of school activities. This has been a particularly important service due to the impact of Coronavirus and also as a result of the cuts to Croydon services such as the Welfare Rights Team. Many of the parents most in need of this service have children who attract the pupil premium. 61% of pupils who the school receives pupil premium for have regular Child in Need or Team around the Family reviews chaired by the Family Support Advisor.
Many of our pupils also have emotional needs, and our ELSA – Emotional Literacy Support Assistant – runs sessions with identified pupils to support them through short term or long term issues. This has particularly helped pupils moving on from St Giles and helped them to develop strategies to cope with their anxieties about change and loss. This year the Emotional Literacy Support Assistant has supported pupils by phone and online during lockdowns and self-isolation and has supported the transition back into school for one pupil for whom the school receives pupil premium.
Music therapy is a particularly valuable for pupils who are at very early stages of communication and who respond particularly well to music. Children begin to be more proactive, to engage with others and, most importantly, to enjoy learning. This year the music therapist has offered support individually and to groups both online during lockdowns and self-isolation and in person. 
We always spend over our pupil premium on additional support for our pupils to ensure that all our pupils can achieve their very best.


	Measuring the Impact of Pupil Premium Funding

	There have been challenges this year for all pupils due to missed learning and some difficulties tracking progress throughout the year due to the Covid 19 pandemic. Despite this, pupil progress has continued to be tracked across the school through ongoing formative assessment. Timelines have been updated to track progress towards Education and Health Care Plan outcomes and progress data analysed in the Autumn and Summer terms. 

Initial analysis of progress data in July 2021 shows that over 70% of all pupils following a subject specific curriculum have made progress with reading, writing and number. Pupils for whom the school receives pupil premium have made better progress than non-pupil premium learners in reading and writing and less progress in maths. Pupil premium pupils who follow a non-subject specific curriculum have made better progress than non-pupil premium pupils. 
This demonstrates that all our funding, including the Pupil Premium, has been used to support pupils to overcome the challenges caused by missed learning resulting from Coronavirus and to enable pupils at St Giles make progress.
