Functional Skills


Reading:


Key Texts:  Aladdin, My Granny went to Market, The wise Fool, Masha and the Bear, (additional stories from around the world if required)


Key foci:


Show curiosity about content at a simple level. (SS1)


Select and recognise or read a small number of words or symbols linked to familiar vocabulary e.g. name, people, objects or actions (SS2).


Know that their name is made up of letters  (SS3)


Understand that words, symbols and pictures convey meaning(BG1)


Make simple inferences on the basis of what is being said and done (M1)


Make simple predictions about what might happen (M1)


Make reasonable predictions about what might happen (M2)


Suggested activities:


Shared reading including sensory stories, Guided reading and 1:1 reading (using ipads, IWB as well as printed books)


Visits to the school Library.


Reading labels, directions, maps


Reading Ingredients, instructions and recipes during cooking sessions





Writing: 


Key foci:


Produce meaningful marks or symbols associated with their own name or familiar spoken words, actions, images or events (SS1)


Produce or write their name in letters or symbols (SS2).


Group letters and leave spaces between them as though they are writing separate words (SS2)


Show awareness that writing can have a range of purposes (SS3).		Tell an adult what they want to write (BG1)


Add information when questioned about content (BG2)	                       Read back captions and sentences scribed or written independently (BG3)


Discuss what they have written (M1)				Write using different layouts for different purposes


Create alternative story endings, 				Write about Magic carpet trip to different places.


Suggested activities:


Describe characters/ places in stories				Create own passport for travel


Suggest alternative ending to stories				


Create own Magic carpet adventure – as class,  groups, individually


Write labels – directions, positions, locations on maps, 


Write lists of items needed to travel to different places.

Key foci:


To be able to identify  different coins 1p,2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1, £2	To be able to identify notes £5, £10, £20 	


To  be able to pay for items with the correct coinage			To  be able to  add 2 or more amounts eg 5p and 13p


To be able to identify different quantities of objects up to 5,10, 20, 100	To be able to identify which has more, which has less?


To be able to read and write numerals to 5, 10, 20, 100		To be able to identify different time zones around the world

Science - Key foci:  Living things – Me and my body


Identify different living things – people, animals, insects, birds etc.


Identify different parts of the human body – external, internal


Identify similarities and differences between people





Suggested activities:


Brainstorm different living things


Identify different parts of the body – external and internal


Identify 5 senses – focus on 1 sense at a time


Explore different senses


What features are the same between each other?


What are the differences between each other?


Sequence images of baby, child, adult etc


Sort pictures of differences between people etc





R.E - Key foci:


To be able to listen and respond to information about Hinduism.


Listen and respond to different festivals from around the world


Participate in a range of activities related to the different festivals


Be able to identify similarities and differences between festivals – focus Harvest, Christmas, moon festival


 


Suggested activities:


Listen to different stories of festivals from around the world 


Discuss similarities and differences between the stories


Re-enact the stories in drama


Sequence using pictures/words the different stories








Humanities - Key foci:


To be able to identify different countries around the world. 


To be able to match the countries to the correct position on a map


To be able to identify where our families come from


To be able to identify different modes of transport around the world





Suggested activities:


Create a map showing where we come from, our families etc


Create individual family tree


Research facts about different countries – size, population, foods eaten, transport used etc


Create displays of food from around the world


Research foods, clothes for special occasions


Create collage/display of clothes worn for special occasions in different countries
