Key foci: Understand how to respond to and initiate social interaction





Levels: 6-12








Suggested activities:


Ongoing personalised targets developed through all areas of the curriculum and through SALT programmes


Intensive interaction

Key foci: Reading for Pleasure


P3 They can remember learned responses over increasing periods of time and may anticipate known events


S1 Listen and react positively to stories


S2 With prompting, join in with some actions or repeat some words


Suggested activities: 


Sensory Story – to experience ’The Proudest Blue’ and other stories/poetry using objects, symbols, power point, music. Pupils to interact with / explore objects / symbols /images and sounds. Phonics – ‘Handa’s Noisy Night’  - environmental sounds, animal sounds. Exploring different texts and sharing stories through weekly ‘Library’ session. Matching games with symbols, objects and sounds 


Writing: 


Key foci: Non – fiction writing – Composition


P3 They may respond to options and choices with actions or gestures


S1 Respond with single words/symbols to adult questioning


S2 Engage in role play using appropriate props / equipment 


Suggested activities:


Mark making/name writing activities. ‘Write dance’ activities. To respond by vocalisation, gestures, eye pointing and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story; using signs, symbols, drawings, photos or objects – to identify the event.  Use of colourful semantics to structure simple sentences. Use of ‘Alternative Pencils’ to record ideas.  To look at, vocalise, or reach out for a story related object (or piece of writing) making a choice between 2 (or more) choices, offered by and supported by an adult. ( Number of Choices offered will be dependent on the Learner.) Simple recording of a Class recipe book. Recording of information about themselves.


Maths:


Key foci:  Number, Shape and Money


Number P4 Shows an awareness of number activities and counting; 


Money p4 Aware of cause and effects in familiar mathematical activities eg handing over a coin for an item


Shape p4 Matches big objects and small objects 


Number P5Responds to and joins in with familiar number rhymes, stories, songs and games 


uggested activities:


Pupils practise counting (1, 2, 3...), ordering (first, second, third...), or by moving toys into and out of containers, playing number games. Experience counting when listening to number songs, rhymes and stories eg Handa’s hen by E Browne, My granny went to market by C Corr.


Set up a shop/market for the pupils to buy items from, play shops





Pupils to sort into small and big 


Pick out described shapes from a collection


Identify coins and sort into size, shape, and value using the number on the coin





Use IWB or computer programmes to support counting activities.

Suggested activities:














Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci: Me and My friends.    Relationships     Sex education 


Levels 2-7 – Making relationships, self confidence and awareness and managing feelings and awareness


Suggested activities: (link to Science)


Use of different texts to support – sensory activities, role play. ‘Pantosaurus’ NSPCC info and ‘My Pants Rule.’ Teach safe behaviours. 


Friendships and relationships  - Kindness Jar.  Self Confidence – WOW board and celebrations. Circle Time and shared events with both groups – exploring feelings – use of objects, symbols, sensory resources, shared activities.  Input from GK and ‘ELSA’


Mindfulness sessions – small group and whole group


Q and A from parents about what they have already explained to class to support what will be taught.

Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci: Art - Art beyond the west, different cultures ad styles etc


DT – Cookery – exploring foods from around the world


Suggested activities:


Art –  Sensory Art-Art beyond the West-Focus on India. Exploration of different art mediums/tools. Group activities creating big pieces of art for displays


DT - Cooking using the recipes that we can find linked to our different families and the Staff that work with us. Link to Literacy and RE. Sensory exploration of ingredients and different processes of cooking.  Creation of Class Recipe book – with photographs and symbols. – different recipes from around the world. Link to CBEEBIES and food from around the world.

Key foci:

Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:  Living things - me and my body


S1 / P5 Responds to simple scientific questions, for example, ‘Where is your head?' 'which one is the baby?' Text – ‘I Like Myself’





Suggested activities:


Pupils to see changes from a baby toddler, child, teenager, adult – growing up


Pupils to look at different animals, including humans and their stages of growing eg lamb- sheep, foal- horse; 


Ask Pupils questions about what things animals need for survival and what humans need to stay healthy;


Link with PSHE





R.E - Key foci: Hinduism, Harvest, Christmas


S1 / P5 Responds appropriately to simple questions about familiar religious events or experiences and communicates simple meanings. 





Suggested activities:  


Link to terms topic of different cultures


Using food as an exploration, make foods relating to these special events in people’s lives, Harvest wheatsheaf bread and Christmas wreaths


September – Harvest, October Diwali, November – Thanksgiving, December – Christmas.


Connect through objects, stories , music and sensory activities – involve home and parents / families 





Humanities – Key Foci:  Geography India


P4 -Extends the skills to help them explore the world. 


P5- Answers simple questions about places and people, for example, 'Who can help us?' 





Suggested activities:


Pupils to see where India is on a map/globe. 


Explore the country through videos, artefact handling, food tasting, celebrating religious festivals. What makes their lives different from our lives.


The weather, the environment, the animals, the way of life.


Identify the seasons and look at how their seasons are the same or different from us. Make images and artifacts similar to those that they have.

Community experience
