Key focus:

Story massage and Dance massage linked to the theme


Cookery, D&T, Music, creativity sessions which require use of wide range of tools 





PE  -  Movement to music - Different Olympic cities 


Participate in shared activities with support.


Show some anticipation of events.


Shared co exploration of objects with staff


React to movement when being moved in different directions and speed by an adult


London – Country dancing. Anticipation of “stop” and “go” moving “in & out”


Greece – Moving slowly and increasing speed. Anticipation of “stop” and “go and moving “in & out”


Rio – Light up drum sticks developing grip. Responding to stop and go. Initiating activity to resume through movement or verbal prompt..


Stretching with hoops: Directional language: Up/ Down, round and in and out.
