Key focus:


Assisted movement in the context of the theme

Exploration of various forces and motions

Suggested activities:


Physical activities enabling exploration of weights


Scents associated with the topic


Yoga movement


Exploring different types of movements (dances) related to the theme

Story massage and Dance massage linked to the theme


Cookery, D&T, Music, creativity sessions which require use of wide range of tools 


PE: Activities linked to “Through The Decades”


Anticipate music starting and stopping over time to movement to music. 


Movement activities exploring different speeds – fast and slow


Manipulate and explore (shared and collaborative) different light source objects 


Grip / Hold hoops and with adult support move up, down, in and out 


Push, swipe and reach to knock over a range of large and small objects
