





Communication


Key foci:


Will communicate for a range of reasons e.g. to ask for things, reject things, name things or to enquire where something is; Will make a choice from 2 liked objects consistently, they may be beginning to do this using familiar symbols. (CAL 8)


Can give you or indicate objects you ask for at any time and in any situation without you pointing to it. (CAL9)


In real situations starts to understand concepts such as big, little, on, under, more e.g. can point to the big toy bear or give you the little bear. (CAL10)


Can listen to others when taking part in a discussion; Can concentrate when being asked questions; Can listen to and remember a sequence of 3 commands. (CAL13)


Suggested activities:


Play time activities – sharing objects, turn taking, listening to each other


Circle time sessions – focusing on turn taking and listening to each other


Ongoing personalised targets developed through all areas of the curriculum and through SALT programmes

Functional Skills


Reading:


Key Texts:


A variety of poems – Allan Ahlberg, Michael Rosen, Roger McGough, William Shakespeare


Christy Class adventure in Croydon; Leaflets about Croydon; A Midsummer Nights Dream


Key foci:


To associate sounds with patterns in rhymes, with syllables, and with words or symbols (SS3)


Independently join in with words or phrases in rhymes and texts (SS3)


Beginning to make links between initial sounds in short familiar words used in favourite songs and rhymes (SS3)


Listen to stories , poems and other texts with increasing attention and recall (BG1)


To begin to make up own rhythms and rhymes (BG2)


Develop oral blending and segmenting including recognising the phonemes in Set 1 (RWI) (BG2)


To recite a simple verse (BG2)


To enjoy and join in with familiar poems/rhymes/songs and perform/recite favourite refrains or sections independently (BG3)


Embed oral segmenting and blending and demonstrate this ability in reading unfamiliar words (BG3)


To listen to and discuss a wide range of poems, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently. (MS1)


Read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing gpcs that have been taught (MS1)


Suggested activities:


Participating in daily phonics sessions


Clapping out syllables in names, key words


Read leaflets, information books, websites about Croydon


Role – play A midsummer night’s dream





Writing: 


Key foci:


Dictate a caption to describe a pictures, object or event (SS3)


Record word strings with some recognisable letters and words (BG1)


Record ideas using groups of letters with spaces in between to resemble words (BG2)


Read back captions and sentences scribed or written independently (BG3)


Write sentences by re-reading what they have written to check it makes sense (MS1)


Suggested activities:


Participating in daily phonics sessions


Writing simple poems – acrostic poem about Croydon


Writing a guide book / fact files about places and people in Croydon





Maths:


Key foci:


Compare objects directly focussing on one dimension such as length or height where the difference is marked and can indicate ‘the long one’ or  ‘the tall one’ (SS3)


Compare objects directly focussing on one dimension where the difference is size is less obvious (BG1)


Make simple estimates and check accuracy using non-standard units (BG1)


Order 2 or 3 items by length, weight or height (BG2)


Measure length/capacity and order more than 2 measurements using direct comparisions (BG3)


Measure and begin to record the following: lengths & heights; mass/weight; capacity & volume (MS1)


Suggested activities:


Order different buildings in Croydon		Use hands to measure different objects


Explore capcity using a water tray		cooking activities to measure and weigh different foods


Measure each other’s height		compare weight of different objects using a balance


ICT


Key focus: To create a guide book for Croydon using Publisher


Suggested activities:


Research places, events and people linked to Croydon	explore different tools/templates in Publisher











Personal, social and emotional development


Key foci:


To develop vocabulary to identify different feelings and how they our body expresses them


To identify different kinds relationships we can have


To identify and recognise the different emotions we feel with different kinds of relationships


To understand what personal space means


To understand what private parts are


To understand what consent and appropriate touch means


To describe the main physical differences between male and female bodies and identify whom we can talk to about growing and changing.





Suggested activities:


Read book – ‘My body sends a signal by Natalia Maguire’; ‘Hair in funny places by Babette Cole’ and ‘My Body! What I say Goes! By Jayneen Sanders’


Use mirrors to look at different emotions


Use photos displaying different relationships as basis for discussion


PANTS (NSCPCC) resources when talking about consent and appropriate touch





Physical development


Key foci: Orienteering





Suggested activities:


- Find markers in and around school using picture clues 


- Find markers linked to landmarks in Croydon


- Use directional language to direct an adult to markers.


- Use adapted maps (linked to coloured discs in the playground) to follow a route.


- Work with a partner to find picture clues


- Work with a partner adult or peer to read an adapted map. 




















Creativity





Art and DT – design, cooking, horticulture:


Key foci:


To show an intention to create (SS2)


To communicate ideas, events or experiences through their use of colour, form, line and tone working in two and three dimensions (SS3)


To draw, photograph or paint from objects or images in front of me (MS1)


To make a (recognisable) image with visual links to the objects in front of me (MS2)


Select from and use a wide range of materials and components, including construction materials, textiles and ingredients, according to their characteristics (MS1/2)





Suggested activities:


Design and make a model of a working windmill


Create models of landmarks in Croydon – ikea towers, Croydon cloktower, Fairfield halls


Evaluate work


Plant and grow flowers/ vegetables





Music


Music – playing percussion, call and response, singing. 


Key foci: 


• Call and Response


• Singing and listening to music from local artists both known and unknown (JLS, David Bowie, Adele etc)


• Composing and improvising music with changes in tempo, dynamics


• Listening to and discussing music associated with the local area


Suggested activities:


• Exploring  local activities through music ie. The Park, the Bowling Alley through Music


• Stop / start activities to music from the  local area


• Exploring local transportation through music

















Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science - Key foci:


Shows they have observed patterns or regular changes in features of objects (SS3)


Answer simple questions on their observations (not always correctly) (BG1)


Answer simple questions on their observations, giving a relevant reason why (not always correctly) (BG2)


Answer simple questions on their observations using more technical language; Group and classify items using own agenda using more technical language (BG3)


Identifies a range of common materials and knows about some of their properties (MS1)


Able to identify differences and similarities between objects; Able to begin to sort objects using agreed criteria (MS2)


Gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways to help in answering questions (MS3)





Suggested activities:


Explore a range of different materials and sort them into groups


Simple experiments to explore different properties/ test suitability of material for different purposes


Explore use and properties of materials to build a landmark in Croydon 





R.E - Key foci:


To communicate ideas about religion, life events and experiences in simple phrases (SS2)


To communicate feelings about what is special to them (SS2)


To communicate simple facts about religion and important people in religions (SS3)


To begin to realise the significance of religious artefacts, symbols and places (SS3)


To name and recognise different places of worship (MS1)


To identify why a place of worship might be special or important to a believer (MS2)





Suggested activities:


Watch videos about places of worship


Look at photos of artefacts and identify where they would be found in a place of worship


Write about a special place to them; how to behave in different places of worship


Role play how to behave in different places of worship – Church, Mosque, Synagogue, Hindu Temple





Humanities - Key foci:


Use pictures or symbols to show familiar places and what they are for (SS2)


Show what they think about different people and environments and answer simple questions about places and people (SS2)


Recognise the physical/natural and human / made features of places (SS3)


They use simple geographical language to communicate their ideas about various locations, functions and roles (SS3)


Recognises and makes observations about physical and human features of localities (MS1)


Uses resources that are given to them, and their own observations, to ask and respond to simple questions about places and environments (MS1)


Write simple descriptions of places and features (MS2)





Suggested activities:


Use google maps to explore local area


Research on interent about different places and transport in Croydon


Explore locality of school and what’s around it


Make a guide book/fact files/leaflet about Croydon


Make models of local landmarks – ikea towers, Fairfield halls, Croydon clocktoweer, parks.
