Key foci: ‘The Town Where We Live’ – built around Communication


Suggested activities:


Communication games


Call and response relating to the topic


Exploring different parts of the area (eg market stalls, theatre, parks etc) through music, use of switches, symbols, objects and sensory stimuli for engagement.

Functional Skills


Reading: Non-fiction – information books 9Guide Book to Croydon) and Fiction by Croydon born authors. Drama – William Shakespeare 


Key Texts: ‘Midsummer Night’s Dream’ by William Shakespeare. ‘Mrs Wobble the Waitress’ by Janet and Allan Ahlberg (Happy Families story), plus others from the collection.


Key foci:


P4 Demonstrate an understanding of at least 50 words (e.g. names of familiar objects) – Listening


Listen and respond to familiar rhymes and stories - Reading


SS1 Responds to noises in the environment (reading accuracy and decoding) and listens and reacts positively to stories


SS2 Match objects to pictures and symbolsand with prompting, joins in with some actions or repeats some words


Suggested activities:


Sensory story on power point 


Choosing symbols to support story understanding and other linked curriculum areas e.g. PSHE


Choosing props / objects to match to symbols/ pictures


Phonics activities linked to sensory story and different sounds 


Following instructions (objects,photos,symbols) for Horticulture activities


Following information given – ‘Croydon Guidebook’


Sequencing story / play


Writing: Non-fiction – information books (Guide Book to Croydon) and Fiction by Croydon born authors. Drama – William Shakespeare


Key foci:


P4 Show that they understand that marks and symbols convey meaning (symbols/photographs to say how they are feeling)


SS1 Respond with single words to adult questioning (Composition)


SS2 Engage in role play using developmentally appropriate props/equipment (Composition).


Suggested activities:


Colourful semantics – to structure simple sentences. ‘Alternative pencils’ to record ideas


Creation of simple ‘Guide to Croydon’ – mark making/headings/information- describing activities 


Use of props etc in roleplay responses to stories/ different activities related to theme. 


Making choices and ‘Write Dance’ activities. 


To respond by vocalisation, gestures, eye pointing and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story/ play (using signs,symbols, drawings, photos or objects) to identify the event.

PSHE and RSE


Key foci: Keeping Safe- road safety, say ‘No’ to strangers and people who help us.


Key Texts:’Real Superheroes’ by Julia Seal, ‘I Won’t Go With Strangers’ by Dagmar Geisler and ‘Not Everyone is Nice’ by Frederick Alimonti and Ann Tedesco


Suggested activities:


Photos and symbols of all those who help in school


Dalzell ‘Time Together’ activities


Role play – different situations where we can help each other


Photos and symbols of those who might hep us in our community outside school (linked to Topic)


Sharing of stories – ‘Not everyone is Nice’ and ‘I won’t Go With Strangers’


Photos and symbols of road signs – matching


Role play – crossing the road (playground and outside school)





Physical development


Key foci: The development of strength and dexterity in hands through fine motor skills 


Individualised activities using a range of equipment 


Suggested activities:


- Swiping to knock over foam bricks and cans 


- Pushing a quoit along a plastic cricket stump 


- Clawing Velcro balls off a carpet tile / Velcro target 


- Pushing a quoosh ball off a carpet mat


- Putting small pegs into a peg base


- Pulling pegs out of a peg base 


- Moving small balls/objects from a container and move to another 


- Post discs onto a cricket stump 


- Stack and unstack cups 


- Play dough disco activities

Art and DT – 


Key foci: 


Art – Exploring shape, building design, city landscapes


DT – Horticulture 


Suggested activities:


Art  - Creation of ‘BIG’ art and town landscape – using different shapes (link to Maths) and materials (link to Science)


Horticulture- 


Preparing planting areas


Sensory exploration of veg / flowers to be grown

My Creativity 


Music – playing percussion, call and response, singing. 


Key foci: 


Call and Response


Movement to music from artists both known and unknown with links to London, David Bowie, Adele etc. 


Experiencing changes in tempo through music composed by local musicians 


Experiencing of changes in dynamics through music composed by local musicians 





Suggested activities:


Exploring  local activities ie. The Park, the Bowling Alley through Music


Stop / start activities with local music 


Exploring transportation through music








Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science – Properties of everyday materials


Key Foci:


P4 Explore objects and materials provided, changing some materials by physical means and observing the outcomes.


Identifying and Classifying


Ss1 Match objects and materials in terms of single features or properties


SS 2 Sorts materials according to a single criterion when the contrast is obvious


SS3 Sorts materials using simple criteria


Suggested activities:


Can match different materials e.g. soft to soft


What’s in the bag / box?  What do we like and dislike?


Can match symbols to materials


Observe and explore, through sensory activities, changes in materials e.g., from soft to hard


Learn vocabulary linked to everyday materials e.g., hard, soft etc 





Humanities (History/Geography/RE) – Local geography and history (Croydon). Famous Croydon people e.g. Allan Ahlberg, Stormzy, Tracey Emin. RE – Places of Worship in Croydon


Key foci: SS1 Responds appropriately to simple questions about familiar religious events or experiences and communicate simple meanings. Answers simple questions about places and people.


Suggested activities:


Connect through objects, stories, music and sensory activities – involve home and parents/families


Explore immediate environment – school building – then extend to outside school – then extend to beyond school (Croydon)


Different areas – parks, shopping, recreation, market place, transport – explored through song, symbols, sensory activities, videos, 


Visits to local parks, places of worship etc





Computing

Suggested activities:


Use of switches through participation in sensory stories


Switch use and communication e.g. ‘Yes’ and ‘No’


Different sequencing tasks e.g. timetable, story retelling


Different activities on IWB


Taking of photos for Guide Book and ‘People who help us’
