PE – Activities linked to places in Croydon


Body awareness. Where am I in my personal space. 


Directional positioning of upper body – Up and Down


Respond to simple commands, ‘stop’ and “go


Show some anticipation of events.


Use fingers to grip with or without assisted support to grip a hoop and light up drum sticks 


Use fingers, hands to manipulate light source balls


Participate in shared activities with support e.g. Tapping a large beach ball to music.
