





Functional Skills


Reading: Key Texts:  Victorian poetry and prose ‘Alice in Wonderland’ and ‘The Owl and the Pussycat’


Key foci: Non – fiction and fiction reading


Suggested activities: To experience the story / text as a whole group using sensory stories objects / symbols relating to the story/text, role play of characters (Learners and Adults). With support from adults – Learners to engage with objects from text linked to story. Matching games with symbols, objects and sounds. Show curiosity about content at a simple level. (S1)


 Understand that words, symbols and pictures convey meaning


To associate sounds with patterns in rhymes, with syllables, and with words or symbols 


Independently join in with words or phrases in rhymes and texts. Begin to make links between initial sounds in short familiar words used in favourite songs and rhymes 


Writing:  Key foci: Re-telling the stories. Non-fiction and fiction writing. Responses to the books shared.


Suggested activities: To respond by vocalisation, gestures, eye pointing and interaction with an adult before the next event in the story; using signs, symbols, drawings, photos or objects – to identify the event.  Use of colourful semantics to structure simple sentences. Use of ‘Alternative Pencils’ to record ideas.  To look at, vocalise, or reach out for a story related object (or piece of writing) making a choice between 2 (or more) choices, offered by and supported by an adult. (Number of Choices offered will be dependent on the Learner.) 


To sequence pictures from the story, with support, with a little support or independently.


Make own story box of the texts re-telling or continuing the story. Dictate a caption to describe a pictures, object or event 


Maths Key foci: Number, Size & Money


Suggested Activities:


*Number: Learners will be taught to recognise numbers 1-5 and then 6-10 through singing number songs. They will also be taught to recognise different quantities like 1 and 2 or 1 and lots. They will also begin to develop a concept of adding ‘more’. 


*Size: Taught to recognise big things and small things in meaningful contexts:


Taught to find big and small objects on request where there is a marked difference in size


encouraged to use the language of size in activities and conversation.


Taught to recognise objects that are the same size.


*Money: Learners will become more familiar with the concept of money and exchanging one item for another. They will role play ‘buying’ items of their choice and ‘pay’ for items with coins. Learners will put on a cake sale, selling cakes and biscuits to their peers and we are planning a trip to a local supermarket, where learners can choose items and pay for them at the till.











Communication and Interaction


Key foci: Encourage interaction, anticipation, communication, and engagement.


To develop an understanding of sequence of events in stories.


Listening to sounds and music: Exchange of sounds, phrases, or body language.


Anticipate what is coming next!


Show understanding of the meaning using symbols!


Use body language to show engagement.


Suggested activities:


Songs – sensory bag with props to explore – role play and dressing up – use of symbols and sounds on switches – sensory story/massage – matching items with symbols – exploring props and requesting – communication games / activities with gesture, symbols, signs or vocalisation.
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Personal, social and emotional development





Key foci: Mini Enterprise – Selling DT Products, My Body, How I Feel


          


Suggested activities:  


*Mini Enterprise: Learners will link these sessions with both Maths (money) and with their DT lessons, where they will be making Victorian sweets and crafts and selling them to peers and parents.





*My Body: Learners to explore how they can stay healthy. Focusing on, hygiene, foods we eat, exercise etc.





*How I Feel: Learners will focus on learning/ becoming more familiar with the Zones of Regulation. This will enable learners to think about how they are feeling and how the Zones of Regulation can help them to handle their emotions.














Physical development


Key foci:


The development of motor skills linked to the topic “We are not amused” 


Individualised programme of activities 


Suggested activities:


- Manipulating objects with hands 


- Stretching the upper body using hoops with member of staff 


-Stacking and unstacking objects


-Taking objects out of one container and placing into another


- Taking pegs out of peg boards / replacing pegs in a peg board


-Using a ramp to direct a ball at a target   


-Throwing beanbags at a target / container


- Twisting and turning wooden puzzles


- Life skills cards – zips. Buckles,

Art


Key foci: Art during Victorian times, look at artists such as William Morris, Look at the Art of decoupage, Victorian Toys, Link in with DT 


Suggested activities:


Learn about the Art of William Morris, look at the patterns on wrapping paper, calendar, wallpaper etc.


Recreate different patterns, artwork, tile/block printing (group and individual work)


Learn about the art of decoupage


Use salad spinners to decorate card for toy spinners

Key foci: Make Victorian Sweets, Toys & Crafts to sell at the Mini Enterprise-Link with Art


Suggested activities:


Making Victorian Toys eg spinners, peg dolls, cup & ball


Make frames for silhouette portraits


Make a collection of objects using decoupage to decorate eg stationery holder, vase, plates, bowls etc.


Music 


Music - Children lives  work, leisure


Action songs related to children’s labour


Musical activities & sensory music activities linked with stories created in the Victorian era including The Wizard of OZ, Oliver! & The Jungle Book. 





      - Key focus:


To be able to engage with instruments as part of the routine


Responding to music related to the theme


Responding to different texture and materials related to the theme





Suggested activities: 


- Using and experiencing instruments as part of a routine


-Demonstrating and responding to changes in rhythm 


-To fill in a turn in a piece of music related to the theme using a Big Mac


- Tac Pac type activity relating to Victorian child labour

















Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Science


Key foci:


To use multi-sensory investigation to identify sources of light, sound and electricity


Suggested activities:


To explore light, sound and electricity through the sense of sight, touch and smell (where appropriate).


To explore light through different materials.


To use light to create shadow puppets and shadow portraits.


To compare sources of light, manmade vs natural.


To explore the importance of sunlight to help things grow.


To make instruments and explore the different ways we can make sounds and how different characters in our stories may sound (sound effects for stories).


Investigate how things work – powered by batteries, electricity, heat etc.


R.E 


Key foci:


Easter, the Spring (Vernal) Equinox (link to science), Victorian Reformers


Suggested activities:  


Thankfulness, gratitude, being thankful to others around us, expressing our feelings. Thinking about how we show thankfulness each year at Easter. 


Easter - the story of the death of Jesus. –listen to, share sensory story and aspects of Easter story, re-tell, sequence 


Traditions at Easter time – role play, create an Easter graden


Equinox traditions


What other festivals are celebrated during this time of year (e.g. Jewish Passover)? Food related tasks


Dr Barnado, Lord Shaftesbury, Florence Nightingale – doing good things to make life better – creating simple posters (key symbols) and role play


Humanities 


Key Foci: Childhood in Victorian Times – Toys and Clothes


Suggested activities:


Explore what toys children in the Victorian era played with


Compare toys Old and New


Take photo’s of the learners playing with toys and each learner to make a book.


Parents/grandparents to send in photo’s of them playing toys/games


Invite the Childhood museum in to show Victorian Toys and Clothes 


Look at clothes children wore in Victorian times – Rich and Poor


Compare clothes then and now.
