Functional Skills


Reading:


Key foci: using Read write Inc. in phonics at their particular level. Students will work with other students to improve their phonic knowledge using the phonics scheme.


Reading stories about the great outdoors The Iron Giant, Robinson Crusoe, Wizard of Oz


Look at different settings within those stories both fantasy and reality.


Suggested activities:


Writing: 


Key foci: 


Hand writing – Letter formation printing letters using read write Inc. handwriting.


Produce or write their name in letters or symbols including their Surnames


Group letters and leave spaces between them as though they are writing separate words


Tell an adult what they want to write (BG1)


Add information when questioned about content (BG2)	                         


Begin to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark (M1)


Use a capital letter for names of people, places, the days of the week, and the personal pronoun ‘i’ (M1)		


Suggested activities:


Describe pictures, characters/ places in stories					


Hand writing practice


Examples of writing: Writing – write your own class adventure story, act out and film (see ICT)


Nonfiction – labels and instructions, how to grow…plants, how to build…a den. 


Look at adjectives in wildlife to help identify e.g. different snakes, Corvids.

Key foci: Measurements including time and Money; Statistics (M2 and above) 


Metric Measures:


Look at comparing measures by comparison. Use the right vocabulary to help describe the weights.


Look at measuring Weights, Capacity and lengths using non-units and unit measures


Look at using weights to solve problems

•           Know that you can exchange money for items to buy. Be aware that each coin has different monetary value.


Understand the different values of coins

Learn the vocabulary connected to time (first now, next)


•           Read times to 5minutes

Statistics – 


Interpret and construct simple pictograms, tally charts, block diagrams and simple tables (M2)


Ask and answer simple questions by counting the number of objects in each category and sorting the categories by quantity (M2)


Ask and answer simple questions that require sorting the categories by quantity, totalling and comparing simple categorical data (M2) 





Suggested activities:


Cooking Activities, Questionnaire about their days out and holidays, measure things outside (the track), traffic survey etc.

Key foci: Caring for the environment





Suggested activities: 


What can be recycled and how we do it.


Reusing what we can and how we can improve on this. 


Animal hotels, bug palaces, bird houses and feeders, ponds.


Creating new planting.  


Use materials to make new things.


Cross curricular: 


Hums-Seasons when plants grow when to plant and next to what.

Science – Plants 


Identify and name a variety of common wild and garden plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees.





Identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants, including trees identifying and classifying.





Suggested activities: Use the planters to grow plants possible herbs etc. 


Identify the different types of plants around the school and possible the different parks.


Identify the different parts of the plant and name some of the parts, stem, petals etc.


Observe characteristics of plants and why they are important.


Seasonal change and how it can affect plants.





R.E - Key foci:  Look at different places of worship in the UK and festivals that occur in the summer Months 





Suggested activities: 


Look at different places of worship in the UK churches and mosques as well as synagogues. Focus on the Church being the centre of some rural communities and non-rural communities.


Different festivals that occur in the summer Months look at Mayday and the religious aspects of this 








Humanities - Key foci: Geography





Ask questions and respond to questions – like ‘What…?’ and ‘Where…?’


Recognises and makes observations about physical and human features of localities.


Use simple geographical vocabulary e.g. near and far, wet, dry and sunny


Expresses their views on features of the environment of a locality. 


Uses resources that are given to them, and their own observations, to ask and respond to simple questions about places and environments.





Suggested activities:





Look at different aspects of the UK. Name the countries show the differences between the four different countries.


Look at the different type of geographical environments Mountains, farmland, forest, beaches show the differences etc. 


Show how people live in different parts of the UK how that there are cities, towns and villages
