Key foci: 


- Awareness of body in relation of surrounding environment.

-Show interest in light source toy/ reach out to touch or move

Suggested activities:

-Grip hoop or have assistance to grip a hoop. Upper body stretches via moving the hoop up, down, in & out linked to music. 


- Explore a range of different textured balls, materials 


- Taking sensory objects out of containers through manipulation of fingers, hands.
